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SECTION I
1. If one were to combine insights from the study of politics and the study of geography to understand the government and politics of small Caribbean states, what analytical perspective might be appropriate to explain small as against large states and why?

2. Critically assess Courtney Blackman's model of history as he applies it to Barbados's development- Of what use is the model? Discuss this in terms of what it explains and what it does not.

3. How applicable is Na'im Akbar's assessment of the legacy of slavery upon the social-psychology of the people of the Anglo-Caribbean? Make this evaluation against the background of other observers such as Stone and Norris; and bear in mind Courtney Blackman's assessment of Barbadian history.

4. Middle- and Working-class Nationalist leaders of the Anglo-Caribbean complemented each other's role in the nationalist movement; but their different circumstances brought out conflicting contributions as well. In what ways was this so?

5. What are the main elements of a democratic tradition? How has the interaction between national societies with colonialism and imperialism contributed to the different traditions of politics in the Anglo and Latin Caribbean?

6. Under what conditions is civil society best formed? Compare the conditions of slave society and Caribbean societies in the nationalist period to explain the conditions that undermine and support civil society's activism.

7. Compare the arguments that political Independence has brought substantive change to the Caribbean with the argument that Independence has been more symbolic than real. Which is more convincing?

8. A constant set of concerns about the Caribbean relates to viability and vulnerability. Have these been more exposed or less exposed by migration? Consider this in relation to the concept of the transnational Caribbean.
