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4      EITHER:   [a]               Discuss whether it is fair to say if the stronger liberal democratic tradition in the Anglo-Caribbean can be explained by the British approach to colonialism there as against the approaches of the other major powers to the Latin Caribbean where that tradition is weaker.

OR:   [b]         Discuss whether the credit for the successes or accountablity for failures of post-colonial Caribbean states in their pursuit of development and democracy lie in the claim that they might really be neo-colonial, or whether they must be assessed as effectively independent states.

5.        On the balance, has Caribbean migration to North America and Europe been good or bad for the region? Consider the reasons why people migrate and the impact of their migration on the Caribbean societies from which they have left.
