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SECTION1
1.      If one were to compare a typical small Caribbean state with a large country such as the United States of America on the basis of size alone, what would be some of the most important differences one would expect to find between the politics and governments of such countries. Are these differences enough to suggest that size is important as an analytical concept?

2.    An understanding of the Barbados Model of historical development provides a guide to studying other countries. How does the Barbados Model do this and how would it highlight some of the historical lessons of one other country that you can compare Barbados with?

3.     Contrast the Social-Psychological and Cultural-Anthropological Schools of Thought on the ways that the legacies of Slavery and the Plantation are said to still impact on Caribbean culture concentrating on the most salient points of contrast.

4.     How did Middle Class and Working Class leaders complement each other in the roles they played in constructing modern Caribbean political systems and what major differences of circumstances and styles were reflected in their leadership.
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SECTION II
5.        Why was Slave Society the opposite of Civil Society, and what were the important periods of Civil Society's development in the Caribbean between Emancipation and Independence? Discuss in an effort to say why the development of Civil Society is so important to the development of national societies in the Caribbean.

6.    How would you describe the main differences between the English-speaking and other Caribbean political systems and what would you argue were the four main comparative experiences that explain these differences?

7.       Assess the debate between those who say that Independence has only been symbolic among English-speaking Caribbean States and those who say that the Independent State has made a real difference. What side of this debate would you identify with?

8.       Migration has expanded the boundaries of' ‘The Caribbean'. The reasons given range from the economic, political, psychological and the cultural. Migration in turn, impacts on the region in all of these ways, for good or for bad. Discuss.
