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SECTION A:      Culture and Society.

1. Is migration deeply rooted in Caribbean history and culture? Is migration or a migratory culture an important explanation for the region's problems with development.?

2. Politics is shaped by historical forces and culture is a product of history. Say,

EITHER:    (a)    If the pattern of colonialism explains why some Caribbean countries are more developed than others and if historical explanations are especially relevant to current realities?

OR    (b)    Discuss the main obstacles to development alluded to by those who say the social psychological legacy of the plantation still predominates in Caribbean culture.

3. Caribbean studies have made much of concepts such as 'civil society,' 'plural society,' 'plantation society,' and 'Creole society.' What challenges exist to the working of civil society in a region with a history of plantation, plural and Creole cultures?
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SECTION B: Politics and the State.
4. Political development is influenced by leadership and historical traditions. Say,

EITHER:   (a)    How middle- and working -class nationalist leaders

have differed in the style, ideologies and organizations they brought to Caribbean political life.

OR:    (b)   What explains the seemingly more democratic tradition of the Anglo Caribbean as against the Latin-Caribbean countries.

5. "Small countries are not simply mini-versions of large countries." How does this statement imply that the domestic politics of Caribbean societies deserves special study?

6. What substantive difference has the post-colonial Caribbean state made and are its critics right in saying that independence has been more myth than reality?
